the lawmakers recognized slaves as people they burdened slaves with added legal duties and disabilities This epitomized in
legal terms slaverye tm s oppressive social relationships The book also illustrates how cases in which the lawmakers

mechanisms of control but also generated new forms of thinking about race and slavery among whites that eventually
