offers a comprehensive examination of the city s image in American literature from 1840 to the present Tracing both a
history of Berlin and of American culture through the ways the city has been narrated across three centuries by some 100
authors through 145 novels short stories plays and poems Tales of Berlin presents a composite landscape not only of the
German capital but of shifting subtexts in American society which have contextualized its meaning for Americans in the past
and continue to do so today Being Jewish in the New Germany Jeffrey M. Peck,2006 This book was written for an
