In 1883 Col William Hicks gathered a larger army of nearly ten thousand men Trapped by the tribesmen in a gorge at El
Obeid it was massacred to a man Three months later another British led force met disaster at El Teb This was followed by the
infamous conflict at Khartoum during which a treacherous native or patriot depending upon one s point of view let the
Madhist forces into the city resulting in the horrifying death of Gen Charles Chinese Gordon at the hands of jihadists In today
s world the Mahdi s words have been repeated almost verbatim by the jihadists who have attacked New York Washington
Madrid and London and continue to wage war from the Hindu Kush to the Mediterranean Along with Saladin the Mahdi
stands as an Islamic icon who launched his own successful crusade against the West This deeply researched work reminds us
