and turned in to a wartime troop ship On 17 June 1940 whilst being used as part of Operation Aerial to evacuate civilian
refugees and British military personnel from France it was anchored about 5 miles from the coast of St Nazaire While waiting
for a naval escort to see it safely back to England the Lancastria was attacked by enemy aircraft and sank within 20 minutes
As no official figures have ever been released there is no way of knowing exactly how many lives were lost Winston Churchill
placed what was known as a D Notice on the tragic events thereby restricting the press from reporting it However once a
New York newspaper had broken the story the flood gates were opened for British newspapers to follow suit But what was
the purpose of the D Notice Was it because the British public had already received too much bad news since the war had
begun as Churchill declared Or was it a cover up Those who survived the incident were told in no uncertain terms not to
speak about their experience although plenty did With much of the information about the Lancastria s sinking in the public
domain within a matter of days the question has to be asked why are official documents in relation to the matter being kept
secret until the year 2040 The Sinking of the Lancastria Jonathan Fenby,2006-09-20 On June 17 1940 just after the
Dunkirk evacuation had supposedly ended in success several thousand of the many British troops still left in France swarmed
aboard the five decked cruise liner Lancastria Immediately after they boarded the ship was dive bombed by the German
Luftwaffe the 17 000 ton Lancastria sank and hell on earth ensued German fighter planes strafed the oil slick sea setting it
ablaze as British troops banded together singing Roll out the Barrel in a courageous attempt to protect any sense of hope
that still remained With 4 000 soldiers women and children dead and some estimates as high as 6 000 the disaster would



eclipse that of both the Lusitania and the Titanic Although the story was picked up in the United States a few weeks later it
was reported only once by any British news outlet and as the war progressed the tragedy eventually vanished from the public
record and the collective memory of a nation under siege Author Jonathan Fenby argues that this was the result of a shrewd
but necessary kibosh put in place by Winston Churchill in order to preserve British morale Churchill claimed he simply forgot
to tell hisadministration they could report the news Lancastria.
