entertainment educational advance results not in advance of humility and reverence but in rampant indiscipline arrogance
and irreverence The emphasis long placed on the development of character and the promotion of virtue through education
has now been dropped In their place are enthroned as ideals worldly success self aggrandisement and high living Laws rules
and regulations are multiplying fast but there is no sign of unrighteousness and injustice being diminished Greed is growing
beyond control the advance of science is marked not by a proportionate advance in peace and happiness but by a
phenomenal increase in terror unrest and anxiety With his thousand faced curiosity man is analysing and utilising the outer
world but the inner world which is basic is ignored and forgotten Human life is a composite of the secular and the spiritual
But now the flesh is coddled while the spirit is consigned into oblivion As a result neither the individual nor society nor the
nation can hope to have peace and security The framework of Creation is an amalgam of right and wrong joy and grief cold
and warmth so it is against Nature to expect only right or only joy only wrong or only grief It is not possible to uproot right
wholly from the world nor is it possible to uproot wrong wholly free from grief in any form The burden of wrong and the
