in daily life practices the mutual constitution of social and individual knowledge familiar terms and concepts normally
available through linguistic labels are cultural models to be distinguished from the variegated and hidden mid level meanings
that reflect their situated uses in social activity the material neurological substrate through which cultural models and mid
