Little Office of the Blessed Virgin Mary Then the superior read aloud some points for reflection and the Sisters meditated in
silence for half an hour This was the first time of the day they had some relatively unstructured time and they sometimes
experienced distractions Perhaps they planned how to teach something better or recalled problematic students At 6 30 one of
the parish priests offered Mass which was followed by breakfast The Sisters ate in silence while one of them read passages
from the Imitation of Christ By 8 a m they were leading their pupils across the playground to the children s daily Mass in the
