experience because Hughes was hired out by his master to work at the Confederate salt works during the Civil War Alabama
was a frontier state and from the beginning its economy was built on cotton and slavery That its laws were fashioned to
accommodate both becomes obvious when related through the experiences of Alabama s slaves A year after it obtained
statehood Alabama had a slave population of 41 879 as compared to 85 451 whites and 571 free blacks By 1860 the slave
population had swelled to 435 080 while there were 536 271 whites and 2 690 free blacks When emancipation came to the
slaves Alabama s slave owners lost an estimated 200 million of capital These narratives will help readers understand slavery
by hearing the voices of the people who lived it Horace Randall Williams describes himself as among the last of Alabamians
black or white who have memories of picking cotton by hand not for a few minutes to see how it felt but because I needed the
few dollars I would get for a day s hard labor under a hot sun an experience he says helped him recognize the cadences and
