The Tormented Alliance Zach Fredman,2022-08-01 After Japan s attack on Pearl Harbor leaders in China and the United
States had high hopes of a lasting partnership between the two countries More than 120 000 U S servicemen deployed to
China where Chiang Kai shek s government carried out massive programs to provide them with housing food and
interpreters But as Zach Fredman uncovers in The Tormented Alliance a military alliance with the United States means a

sovereignty After Japan s surrender and the spring 1946 withdrawal of Soviet forces from Manchuria the U S occupation
became the chief obstacle to consigning foreign imperialism in China irrevocably to the past Chinese leader Chiang Kai shek
lost his country in 1949 and the U S military presence contributed to his defeat The occupation of China also cast a long
shadow establishing patterns that have followed the U S military elsewhere in Asia up to the present MacArthur's
