Vancouver airport and his bravery in helping extricate those on board resulted in the Queen s Commendation for Brave
Conduct Later he commanded No 4 Canadian Wing in Germany and continued to fly fast jets In the last years of his life it was
discovered that he had contracted leukaemia through treatment to help with an injured back the result of two war time bale
