the same throughout the century and a half before the Civil War but the attitude of individual monarchs altered specific
behaviour Elizabeth expected to be wooed with gifts and dispensed benefits largely for service rendered James I modelled
giving as the largesse of the Renaissance prince Charles I s gift exchanges focused on the art collecting of his coterie And
always in both politics and the law courts there was the danger that gifts would be corroded morphing from acceptable
