Massachusetts under the patronage of Robert s grandfather William Frost Sr who was an overseer at a New England mill
Frost graduated from Lawrence High School in 1892 Frost s mother joined the Swedenborgian church and had him baptized
in it but he left it as an adult Although known for his later association with rural life Frost grew up in the city and he
published his first poem in his high school s magazine He attended Dartmouth College for two months long enough to be
accepted into the Theta Delta Chi fraternity Frost returned home to teach and to work at various jobs including helping his
mother teach her class of unruly boys delivering newspapers and working in a factory maintaining carbon arc lamps He did
