  The Lynching of Laura Johnnie P. Stevenson,2004-03 When death interrupts life before its natural cessation does the
victim   Visitation Jennifer DeClue,2022-10-24 In Visitation Jennifer DeClue shows how Black feminist avant garde
filmmakers draw from historical archives in order to visualize and reckon with violence suffered by Black women in the

credits the efforts of the antilynching movement with helping to ensure that lynching would be understood not as a method of
