requirements have led to the growth of visa entrepreneurs who often charge exorbitant fees to steer immigrants through the
process Visa recipients who were on track to obtain university degrees at home often leave in the middle of their studies for
the United States but struggle to continue their education due to high U S tuition costs And though their legal status allows
them to escape the demoralizing situations that face the undocumented these immigrants lack the social support that the
government sometimes provides for refugees and other migrants Ultimately Imoagene notes the real winner of the visa
lottery is not the immigrants themselves but the United States which benefits from their relatively higher levels of education
